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5  ��fold to center, �
and unfold.

6  open out. 7  �fold to center, �
and rotate.

1  fold in half, and unfold. 3  fold corners to center.

4  �fold to center, �
and unfold.

2  �fold in half, and unfold. �
flip over.

8  �open side flaps to �
stand up.

9  �fold point over edge.
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10  �repeat steps 8-9 on open end.
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5.	� Fold the right and left edges to meet 

in the center. As before, roll each 

edge a couple times as you bring it 

to the center, and burnish the folded 

edges firmly. Unfold the paper.

6.	 Unfold the top and bottom sections.

7.	� Fold the outer right and left edges  

to the center on the existing crease 

lines. Rotate the folded shape, so  

it’s horizontal. 

8. 	� Open the side flaps so that they 

stand up (here’s when the box starts 

to pop up into shape). Gently push 

the sides together. The end point will 

lift up. 

9.	� Fold the end point over the edge,  

so it meets the center of the box. 

10.	� To finish shaping the box,  

repeat steps 8-9 on the remaining 

open end.

treat box lid 
1-3.	�To make a lid for the treat box that’s 

slightly larger than the box bottom so  

that it’s easy to remove (very helpful 

if you’re working with thick paper), 

first follow steps 1-3 for the treat  

box bottom above.

4.	� Then, following Step 4L, fold the top 

and bottom edges toward the  

center but just shy of it, stopping at 

the star about ⅜" away from it.  

(Note that this distance is variable 

and up to you, but be sure to fold all 

four sides the same distance. Note, 

too, that this distance determines 

how much you’ll enlarge the box lid 

and shorten its sides.) While folding 

each edge, roll it back and forth a 

few times to help the thick paper fold 

smoothly. Burnish each of the folded 

edges firmly, and unfold the paper.

5.	� Following Step 5L, fold the right and 

left edges toward the center but  

just shy of it, again stopping at the 

star. Again roll each edge a couple 

times as you bring it to the center. 

Burnish the folded edges firmly, and 

unfold the paper.

6.	� Following Step 6L, unfold the top  

and bottom sections.

7-10.  �  �Continue with steps 7-10 for 

constructing the treat box bottom 

to complete the lid.

Note: After you get the hang of making 

this box and lid, you may want to avoid 

the X crease mark that appears on the 

top of the lid. To do this, skip the folding 

steps 1-2 when making the lid, and  

start with Step 3, folding carefully in the 

absence of crease marks.
